Maichack, commissioned by Westfield State College, painted the pastel portrait of the past college president, Doctor Frederick Woodward, which was unveiled at the dedication of the Woodward Center. He has been in many national juried shows and was awarded hundreds of Massachusetts Cultural Council grants. 

As well as his portraiture, his still lifes and landscapes are represented by galleries from Kennenbunkport, Maine to San Francisco, California.
